Various mass protests and demonstrations in the West Bank and Palestine ’48 (Israel) have been organized by a wide range of social and political forces calling for an end to Israeli occupation, apartheid and ethnic cleansing. Further protests are to be held in Lebanon and Iraq to resist the same US-Israeli plans of a “New Middle East” subdued by war and colonialism.

Global movements are organizing in solidarity from India to the UK, Scotland, Rome, Madrid and Brazil.
The year 2008 marks the sixtieth year of the Palestinian Nakba (Catastrophe) that started with the expulsion of 80 percent of Palestinians from 78 percent of their land by Israel. The ethnic cleansing and colonization of Palestine is ongoing.

Today, one and a half million Palestinians are imprisoned in Gaza, the movement of people and goods forcibly barred. Israel has cut off the fuel and power supply, leaving 800,000 Palestinians without electricity. Hospitals, water wells and factories have stopped functioning. This lack of basic necessities has already resulted in the deaths of 64 people. Many more have been assassinated in Israeli invasions and bombings. 

The press conference opening the week of action in Palestine highlighted that despite the international rhetoric, there is no peace process in sight for our people: 

“Annapolis promised peace, yet what we have seen on the ground is nothing but intensified collective punishment and more war crimes.”

In their statement, the political forces organizing the main demonstration call for solidarity with their struggle:
“As global social movements, we must stand together against this war which is not only against Palestinians, but against the very values of the popular struggles for freedom, justice and equality all over the world. We are calling all movements and organizations to join the call for boycott, divestment and sanctions and to put pressure on their governments and international institutions to isolate apartheid Israel.”
